The San Marino Modern and Contemporary Art Gallery is glad to announce, with the double personal exhibition dedicated to Carmen Einfinger and Gilberto Giovagnoli, the beginning of the second exhibition of the GUEST series.  
The project, organized by the Modern and Contemporary Art Gallery and curated by Massimiliano Messieri, offers the Sammarinese artists the opportunity to relate and converse with as many artists of different nationalities who have been active for years internationally. Two are its significant functions, one is that of investigating on making art in San Marino and the other is that of joining the international circuits. The project is supported by the critic Valerio Dehò, who in every bi-personal exhibition will work side by side with a young Sammarinese critic.   

This second exhibition confronts two coeval artists coming from different continents, the Anglo American Carmen Einfinger and the Sammarinese Gilberto Giovagnoli, who use the pictorial medium as the expressive instrument of their artistic production. Carmen Einfinger presents a series of acrylic paintings on large canvases, recent paintings which reveal the Freudian esthetic concept of “Das Unheimliche”, the Uncanny, which in this case emerges on the background of amorphous figures that inhabit the canvases of the New York artist, evoking pre-Columbian ancestral visions. To quote Freud, Art has and external surface which leads to pleasure, approval, which allows it to be welcomed by the human perception, and a veiled internal part made up of strong contents, instinct or anguish, fantasies or dramas.  

Gilberto Giovagnoli on the other side presents five artworks of large dimensions. A drawing made in pen on canvas paper (1995) and four unexhibited before installations of drawings made in marker pens and coloured pencils on paper, each of them composed of thirty portraits. With these works the Sammarinese artist allows us to enter his world, introducing his travel mates to us. To paraphrase Erickson, points of view are different, as are different our potentialities of facing things.
